10a.m. until 2p.m.  the St. Edwards’ FCA teamed up with the University 

and Mobile Loaves & Fishes (a local ministry to the homeless) to serve 

the surrounding area homeless. 

What love looked like that morning was captured in the smiling faces, 

attentive ears, and the acts of kindness and caring.  Showers  and  hair-

cuts were provided.  There was foot washing and massages.  Free 

clothes were distributed.  As the  100-150 homeless men and women sat 

in the common area, a hot meal and even snow cones were served. Dur-

ing all this activity the Huddle members were  able to insert time for 

prayer,  and time for listening. 

St. Edward’s University is one of our more active FCA Huddles.   It’s a mix-

ture of athletes from the basketball, volleyball, baseball, and softball 

teams who all share the desire to reach out to others.  “They are always looking for ways to serve,” said Jake 

Ridley, FCA Area Rep. for St. Edwards.
