Gem after gem came from Coach Rucker’s
mouth as he spoke about the importance of having a vision, mission, and core
values such as integrity, teamwork, serving, excellence, and commitment. He
also spoke about the “rocky roads that happen” to describe being diagnosed with
Type Il diabetes in 1994 and prostate cancer last year. Through it all Coach
Rucker said “you gotta have faith, family (his guardian angel is his wife, Nancy),
and friends that pray for you as they did for me”. Coach encouraged the young coaches in the audience to
find their “Abrahams.”...the elder statesman at their school who can be their mentor guiding them as they de-
velop. Most of all, Coach Rucker reminded us all to “keep our eyes on Jesus”.
