Work Out:   Living to Die
During this time of year, Christians all over the world celebrate Easter.  Churches all over the area have egg hunts for the kids and people try to catch that ever elusive Easter Bunny.  But that is not the reason this holiday is observed.  There is more to it than chocolate bunnies, marshmallow chicks, and egg hunts. 

Easter is the celebration of the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the tomb.  It is the memorial of why He came to Earth.  He lived so He could die for you.  Without Him being raised from the dead, we would have no purpose for meetings like this.  You can go to any tomb of any other god and find their remains there.  But Jesus’ remains are missing.  He is Alive!

Read  Matthew 28:1-20 (pg. 915 FCA Bible) 

1.  How would you react if told that a loved one who has passed away was suddenly alive again?

2. What did Jesus prove beyond any doubt by rising from the dead?  What or who has he gained the final victory over?

3. How does the resurrection set Jesus apart from all other religious figures, such as Buddha or Mohammed?

4. What story did the Romans invent to explain Jesus’ resurrection?  What stories have people invented in our lifetime?

5. What does Jesus’ resurrection mean to you?  Have you received His gift of eternal life?

Wrap Up:
One of the most important gifts that a person can receive is the gift of salvation.  The biggest surprise about the gift of salvation is that Christ died to take away all of our sin.  There are a couple of things a person must do in order to receive this gift.  The first starts with us admitting that we are sinners and coming to realization that we need Him.  

“For all have sinned and fallen short of the glory of God.”  Romans 3:23

We know that sin separates us from God.  But there is hope.  

“9 That if you confess with your mouth, “Jesus is Lord,” and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. 10 For it is with your heart that you believe and are justified, and it is with your mouth that you confess and are saved.”  Romans 10:9-10
