Welcome - be sure to welcome everybody, individually and as a group, share any announcements, and open the meeting in prayer.

Warm Up – “You Remind me of Jesus” (FCA Bible p. 1444)

Get together in groups of 8 or more.  Every Christian reflects the character of Jesus in some way.  As your group has gotten to know each other, you can begin to see how each person demonstrates Christ in his or her own personality.  Go around the circle and have each person listen while others take turns sharing what they notice in him or her that’s like Jesus.  

Work Out - (stay in the small groups and after reading, have the leaders facilitate)

Ready: 

4 P’s Of Serving- Read 1 Peter 4:10-11

Based on the gift they have received, everyone should use it to serve others, as good managers of the varied grace of God. SET: 

There’s a great story from the 1976 Special Olympics in Spokane, Washington.  During a race, one contestant stumbled, and one of the other athletes turned back to help.  Both finished the race, crossing the finish line together.  This Special Olympian is a classic example of serving another in competition.  Would you have turned to go back?  When it comes to serving other as an athletes or coaches, there are 4 P’s of Serving that God can use in lives.  


POWER OF SERVING:  There’s power in serving others--supernatural power.  We need to be anointed competitors, set apart for God’s purposes, ready to be used by Him.  “If anyone purifies himself from these things, he will be a special instrument, set apart, useful to the Master, prepared for every good work.  Flee from youthful passions, and pursue righteousness, faith, love, and peace, along with those who call on the Lord from a pure heart” (2 Timothy 2:21-22).


PURPOSE OF SERVING:  After we have served others, they should say, “God is good,” not “You are good.”  The purpose of serving is to lift the name of Jesus.  Period.  Rick Warren says, “We serve God by serving others.  The word defines greatness in terms of power, possessions, prestige, and position.  In our self-serving culture, acting like a servant is not a popular concept.”  When we serve, we represent to the world what Jesus looks like.  


PLAN OF SERVING:  The game plan of serving is to take every gift, skill, talent, and ability God has given you and use it to serve others.  Joy comes when you do what God created you to do.  Service requires intentionality (plan it), intensity (seize it), and intimacy (feel it).


PASSION OF SERVING:  Passion comes for the heart.  As competitors, we know all about passion.  But do we have passion to serve?  Does it consume us?  Samuel Chadwick nailed it when he wrote: “Spirit filled souls are ablaze for God.  They love with a love that glows.  They serve with a faith that kindles.  They serve with a devotion that consumes. They hate sin with fierceness that burns.  They Rejoice with a joy that radiates.  Love is perfected in the fire of God.”

GO:

1. Is there power in your serving?  Is there a purpose when you serve your teammates?

2. What are some ways you can serve your classmates, teammates, and coaches?

3. When we serve others at times we look to get the “GLORY” what are some ways we can serve with an honest heart that brings “GLORY” to Christ?

4. Do you have a specific plan to server others? What are some ways you can use your talents and gifts you have received from God to serve others?

5. List one person you would like to serve and how you plan to serve them.
