FCA Lacrosse teams are available for 
male and female lacrosse players who 
are open to a unique lacrosse experi-
ence. These teams begin at the youth 
level and continue through the grand 
masters level. FCA Lacrosse teams com-
pete in various lacrosse tournaments 
throughout the country. This year FCA 
Lacrosse sponsored over 20 different 
teams in multiple states. 

FCA Lacrosse ministers to middle 
school and high school lacrosse players 
through One Way 2 Play Drug-Free Boys 
Lacrosse Tournaments. For the first 
time in 2008, FCA Lacrosse expanded 
the OW2P tournament to California. The 

tournament, held August 8-9, brought 
together four teams and drew on the 
excitement of its potential in upcoming 
years to establish a positive message 
through the sport of lacrosse.

The 10th annual OW2P tournament was 
held July 11-12 in Edgewater, MD. Over 
those two days more than 800 lacrosse 
players from 30 different teams de-
scended on South River High School to 
compete in the tournament. The tourna-
ment not only provided great competi-
tion for the coaches and athletes but 
also an opportunity to hear the chal-
lenge to live and play drug 
and alcohol free.

The FCA Lacrosse Coaches Ministry is 
aimed at serving coaches in a way that 
provides support and encouragement to 
enable coaches to grow in their faith and 
impact athletes and fellow coaches for 
Christ. FCA Lacrosse ministers to coaches 
through staff contacts, resources, and the 
annual US Lacrosse National Convention 
Outreach Breakfast.
