Our ministry outreach activities are categorized into four areas called our ñFour CsòðCoaches, Campus, Camps and Com-

munity. Throughout 2009, we have seen numerous youth and adults impacted for Christ, and we wanted to share some of 

these inspiring ministry highlights with you. 

 

Coaches: This past year, the wrestling coach at a local middle school accepted Jesus Christ as Savior and Lord.  The hud-

dle coaches at school then invited him to come to FCA to share his testimony with the students, which he was excited to do.   

 

Campus: After a family from school lost their house in a fire, students from Tippe Valley took the initiative to approach their 

huddle coach about holding an ñemergencyò FCA meeting the next morning to talk about how they could reach out to and 

minister to this family. 

 

Camp:  The ripple effect of camps has been apparent this fall, as we continue to hear stories of how campers and huddle 

leaders are living out their faith among their peers.  After serving as huddle leaders at camp this summer, several Grace 

College students have stepped up to the plate in leading their peers in the college huddle, as well as serving the Warsaw 

high school huddle.   

 

Community: Several years ago, a couple was introduced to FCA through attending the FCA Banquet in Warsaw.  Little did 

they know that this would lead them to volunteering for FCA.  This couple then had two daughters who attended FCA camp 

this summer, and we were able to share with them that both of their daughters recommitted their lives to Jesus.   

 

How awesome to witness the many ways the Lord works!  These stories are only 

a small glimpse into what the Lord is doing in and through the ministry in this 

area.  As you can see in the key ministry statistics highlighted, we have also 

grown considerably even from last year.  For example, we had 78 huddles last 

school year and this year, we have 103 huddles. 

 

With this unprecedented growth, only explainable by what God is doing, we con-

tinue to need the financial resources to equip, encourage, and empower the 

volunteers and leaders on our campuses and in this area.  Thank you in advance 

for prayerfully considering a year-end gift to help continue to fund the ministry for 

the coming year.
