Coming from the East: traveling on Interstate 84, Take EXIT 43/Garrity Blvd. (1* Nampa exit); turn left at the light onto
Garrity Blvd; Continue on Garrity for 1.9 miles & take a left on 16™ Ave. (immediately after train overpass);Continue on
16thAve So. for 1.7 miles — 16™Ave eventually veers to the left & becomes Holly Street. Continue another .4mile on Holly &
take a right into the campus at the Brandt Center; continue to the south end of this parking lot to find Dooley Hall.
