We are very encouraged by the turn out for the Lock-In.  Here are some more details about the evening.  

Please know that your kids are in good hands.  Among our Chaperones are myself, a Vice-Principal, 

many teachers/coaches , a youth pastor, Bel Air Athletic Club staff, and a number of parents - all of 

whom will ensure that our rules are enforced and students are well monitored.  Our goal is for the 

evening to be a night of inspiration and perspiration.

No boy and girl should be alone together – stay 

with the groups.

VIII. Personal items (including money, Cell phones, other electronics, etc.) are the sole 

responsibility of the individual participants.
