My first summer season on staff with FCA has certainly been memorable.  The season was ushered in on a 

sour note as deadly storms swept through our state leaving a path of death and destruction.  But through 

all the tragedy and loss we saw a resiliency and compassion in the people of Alabama.  People all over the 

state reached out to help their neighbors in need.  The FCA staff was privileged to participate in the torna-

do relief effort by helping groups of students as they worked in the Harvest, Rainsville/Henegar and Arab 

communities.  Thanks to all of you who helped your neighbors and set the example of how to respond in times of tragedy.    

June ushered in camp season as the first ever class of FCA interns began a two week training boot camp.  This was a fantastic  

program (you can read more about the intern program elsewhere in the newsletter) that gave us the resources to put on our 

two sports camps for kids 7 -13 years of age.  The first sports camp was our partnership camp with Grace Fellowship Presbyter-

ian Church in Albertville.  Will Ainsworth had the vision to start this camp 8 years ago and it has grown and improved each 

year.  Almost 400 kids received excellent sports instruction during the week.  They were also divided into huddles led by hig h 

school and college students who led them through spiritual training and a presentation of the gospel.  Rick Burgess of the Ri ck 

& Bubba show spoke at the camp family night and about 900 people attended.  There were almost 100 decisions made by 

campers during the week to accept Christ or rededicate their lives to Him.  

Immediately following the Albertville camp we kicked off our first ever FCA Sports Camp ð Hampton Cove!  We had 186 kids 

participating in 13 sports clinics in 5 locations.  These campers received the same spiritual training in the same format as that 

given at the Albertville sports camp and there were 48 decisions for Christ!  About 400 people attended Family Night and wit-

nessed inspiring presentations from world famous basketball handler Tanya Crevier and Former NFL player and strongman 

Devin Wyman.  Our first camp in Huntsville was a rousing success.  A special thanks to all those who donated their time and r e-

sources to make the camp a success ð Kirk Finley, transportation and facilities coordinator - Tracy Lynam, Food Coordinator - 

George Bailey and Baumhowers, food preparation -Walmart & Hardees, food -Bruce Park, Damson Honda, Madison Academy, The 

Rock Worship Center, Gilliam Springs & Pleasant Valley Baptist Churches and Grace Fellowship Presbyterian Church for provid-

ing vans and buses -and all the coaches, student huddle leaders, board wives and others who sacrificed their time for the kids.  

The camp season culminated in the annual FCA Power Leadership Training (PLT) weekend held at UAH this year August 5 th & 6th.  

Approximately 500 High School and Middle School students were taught and challenged to be spiritual leaders in their schools.   

Over 60 college students volunteered their time to serve as leaders for the weekend.  There were 20 decisions for Christ.  Wh at 

an awesome weekend!
