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The FCA “Legacy Builders” Coaches Bible Studies continue to grow.  These 7 week studies are held before 
school on that particular school campus.  We just began back in the Fall and by the end of this school year we 
will have had a total of 10 Coaches Bible Studies.  Over 80 coaches will have attended these studies by the end 
of the school year. 

The challenge presented to them has been that as Christian Coaches how do you become a triple crown winning 
coach: 

1 Have a successful program and record 
2 Develop men and women of character and integrity 
3 Make a significant impact in your player’s eternal destiny 

I am very encouraged in the seriousness these young and older coaches take in their responsibilities and calling.  
I hope to start another 8-10 coaches studies next year on different high school and middle school campuses. 

Two  highlights among many have occurred within the last few weeks.  The first was seeing 2 opposing base-
ball coaches meeting at home plate before the game with both wearing their FCA “Legacy Builders” wristbands 
signifying they had been in the coaches bible studies at their respective schools and also as reminders who they 
represented as Christians.  They both looked over at me and held up their hands so I could see that they were 
wearing these reminders of being a Christian coach. 

The other encouragement was seeing a legendary high school baseball coach share with his entire team that his 
prayer was that each one of them would consider receiving Christ as their Lord and Savior.  In my 25+ years of 
coaching I have never seen a coach love his players as much to be so bold about his faith. 

It is a privilege and honor for me to be able to experience firsthand stories like these.  Christian Coaches are 
making an eternal difference in the lives of young men and women. 
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I have been blessed to be apart of the NE AL FCA ministry as an intern this semester.  I have 
participated in FCA since I was in middle school up until my senior year in college and it has 
been such a rewarding experience to be able to give back and support a ministry I have grown up 
in.  Coming into the internship I knew there would be a lot of work involved but I have learned 
just how much work it takes to make this ministry work and how important teamwork is when 
coordinating events to offer our ministry and to let Christ shine.  I have learned how to present 
and share my testimony as well as share my relationship with Christ through an analogy to my 
career in volleyball.  FCA is so much bigger than I ever thought it was because I just thought 
about my school’s huddle but there are so many schools in our area with students starving for 
God.  I have been humbled by the opportunity to share my faith with others and see how God 
works through all of us to fulfill His plan.  Three of the many important things I have learned so 
far are:  prepare, be clear, and ask questions!  And I know there will only be more to come.
